 RCM – …. from the Guide To Local Service: “ RCMs keep their areas in touch with the larger world of NA 
by providing information on activities in neighboring areas, functions being sponsored by the regional committee, 
reports relevant to subcommittee affairs, and important issues being discussed at various levels of service. Both 
the region and its areas depend on RCMs to be well-versed in NA service practices and principles. RCMs should 
be closely acquainted with the Twelve Traditions and Twelve Concepts, the fundamentals of service in our 
fellowship. Familiarity with all published service manuals and bulletins puts the resources of the whole fellowship 
at the RCM’s fingertips. RCMs should carefully study the reports from their own areas’ groups, officers, and 
subcommittee chairs so that they can pass their areas’ experience on to others at the regional meeting. RCMs 
will be more effective contacts between their areas and the regional committee if they take time to talk personally 
with other participants in their area committees. That way, they can get a better idea of what needs and concerns 
the regional committee should address”. 

The RCM acts as the voice of the Ares and votes the conscience of the area at the Regional Service 
Committee meeting.  Whenever a voting matter occurs where the group conscience of the area has not been 
given, the RCM should evaluate each vote in terms of the needs of the members they serve.  Suggested clean 
time is 3 years.  The RCM acts as the temporary chairperson of the ASC in the absence of the area chairperson 
and vice chairperson.   



 ALT RCM – The RCM alternate should abide by the same practices as the RCM.  It is strongly suggested 
that the RCM alternate take an active role in working and assisting the RCM.  The RCM alternate should visit 
group business meetings on occasion to provide support and guidance.  The RCM alternate fills in if the RCM is 
absent for any reason or is unable to complete their term in office.  Suggested clean time is two years.
